The course, comprising
of a large number of experienced consultant
faculty, aimed to provide the participants with a
thorough understanding of the role of ultrasound in
the diagnosis and management of Developmental
Dysplasia of the Hip (previously known as
Congenital Dislocation of the Hip). The course
covered the theoretical knowledge and practical
skills necessary to perform and interpret infant hip
ultrasound examination, and the management
based on the ultrasound findings. Aspects such as
choice of equipment and setting up an ultrasound
service were also covered.
