This course followed the same format as the
hugely popular course which has been run by Dr
Sally Scott in the UK for the last 27 years. It was
organised by Dr Scott in conjunction with the Irish
National Clinical Programme for Paediatrics and
Neonatology. Professor Graf was again the main
lecturer. The course aimed to provide participants
with a thorough understanding of the role of
ultrasound in the diagnosis and management of
Developmental Dysyplasia of the Hip (previously
known as Congenital Dislocation of the Hip).

The course covered the theoretical knowledge and
practical skills required to perform and interpret
infant hip ultrasound examinations. It also looked
at management based on ultrasound findings.
Aspects such as the choice of equipment and

setting up an ultrasound service was also covered.

This course was aimed at Radiologists,
Sonographers, Orthopaedic Surgeons, Paediatricians
and Physiotherapists. Members of multidisciplinary
teams who work with infant hip dysplasia were
encouraged to attend together.
